A traditional model, but not nearly as well-known as the standard crane.
The Orei Crane commonly appears as a decoration atop gifts.

Start with a square,
keeping the color
you want on the
crane’s fan tail on
the “up”side of the
model. This will
become the inside
during the folding
process.

Should look like this.

Remember to keep
the open end at the
bottom.
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Valley fold.

Flip the model,
squash-fold the other
flap.

Valley fold the top
flaps to the center.
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Valley fold again.

Raise one flap and
squash-fold.

...like this. Then
unfold them. (Undo
step 7)
